Motions:

1) Impeachment:  Can be entered if the witness has contradicted him/herself and/or substantially contradicted historical fact.

2) Dismissal of charges:  Can be entered if the prosecution has failed to enter evidence to support the charges or if the defense can show cause why the charges should not be considered.

3) Submittal of Evidence:  Needs to be made in order to submit a document, etc. to the court for consideration by the judges.  A copy of the evidence or description of the evidence needs to be given to the opposing team prior to submittal of the evidence.

4) Additional Witnesses:  Can be entered if the judges and opposite counsel are informed at least one day in advance.  Must show cause to the judges as to why this witness would help your case.

When motions are offered to the court, the opposing team has the chance to offer a counter motion.  Final decisions are made by the judges.

Opening statement: 

“Your honor, my name is ____, counsel for _______, the defendant in this action.”

“This evidence will indicate that…”

“The facts will show..”

“Witness (full name) will be called to tell… “

“The defendant will testify that….”

Witnesses

“Your honor, I would like to call (name of witness) to the stand.”

Objections:

“objection your honor… The witness… or speculation or lack of … or 

Closing arguments:

“The evidence has clearly shown that…”

“Based on the this testimony, there can be no doubt that..”

“The prosecution has failed to prove that..”

“The defense would have you believe that…”
