This financial minister assisted the "sun king" consolidate Frances 


wealth and create an economic base for funding wars.

___20. This document would not allow loans or taxation without consent of 

Parliament, no freeman could be imprisoned without due cause, and


no troops could be billeted in private homes.

___21. The return of Charles II to the throne of England after the death of 

Oliver Cromwell.

___22. Chief minister of France who assisted with day-to-day running of France


with Louis XIV's mother until 1661. Pushed an anti-Habsburg policy


started by Cardinal Richelieu as well as expansionist polices for France.

___24. This tall Russian ruler(almost 7') would modernize the Russian army, create 


a navy from scratch, create technical training academies for enlisted men, 


required officers to attend military training including engineering, science,


tactics, medicine, and pushed to control Russian nobility under his rule.

___25. This Swedish ruler initially achieved military success against Russian forces


during the Great Northern war though ultimately would have to seek refuge


in Turkey though he would return to Sweden and die leading an army against


Danish forces in Norway.
___26. Known as "The Great Elector", he united power in Prussia by breaking the power


of the local estates, building a strong army, and in order to appease and


and control the Junker class of German nobility, made them commanders 


in his army.

___27. This Muslim empire, which was located in the southeastern borders of Europe and


surrounded the eastern Mediterranean would attempt to increase their power


into Europe though a succession of Spanish and other European forces would


defeat them in naval battles as well as quell attempts at Muslims taking over


Vienna.

___28. This period came halfway through the reign of Ivan the Terrible (Ivan IV) and 


would continue though the Russian rule of Michael Romanov and Theodore II.


Russia was weak and impoverished during this time period which would 

 
create an unstable country on the verge of civil war from Russian nobility

as well as the guards of the Moscow garrison.
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
