Directions for Mock Trial

Judges:  

1. Before the trial, judges need to read as much as possible about France (and Europe as a whole) during the age of Louis XIV.  

2. Judges also need to read and understand the information on motions and objections.

Witnesses:  

1. Witnesses need to research their character and find out as much as they possibly can about the person.  

2. Witnesses then need to ask themselves, “what does this person know (or what did this person do) that could be used to make king Louis look innocent (defense) or guilty (prosecution)?

3. Witnesses then need to write up a set of questions (with answers) that they can be asked by the attorneys on the witness stand when they testify.  

4. Witnesses need to work as a team in tandem with the attorneys to make the best possible case for their side of the trial.
Attorneys:

1. Before the trial, attorneys need to research the age of Louis XIV and get well acquainted with the roles played by the witnesses on their team.  

2. Attorneys need to work as a team in tandem with the witnesses to make the best possible case for their side of the trial.

3. Attorneys are also responsible for researching the witnesses for the opposite team in order to be ready for cross examination.

4. Attorneys need to prepare an opening and a closing statement.
