4. James II (1685) — wants to be an absolute monarch — Divine Right — Catholic sympathies (Louis revoked Edict of Nantes (1685)

5. Violates Test Act of 1673 – grants religious freedom to all

6. Gives Birth to Male Heir

7. William and Mary of Orange offered throne—No Blood—“Glorious”
