3. Compare German imperialism to British imperialism.

4. What were the major issues between England and Ireland and what were the results of the disagreements?

5. Describe the role of capitalism in imperialism.  Be sure to discuss both the positive and negative aspects and their advocates.

6. What was meant by the phrase “white man’s burden”? Did European powers see the development of colonies as a burden?

7.  What did “New Imperialism” mean and how did it differ from “Old Imperialism”?

8. Select three European countries and discuss how the migration of people from Europe affected the social, economic, and political, climate of the continent.

9. Discuss the critics of imperialism and compare and analyze the legitimacy of their argument.

10. To what extent was imperialism an obvious product of increasing nationalism?
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
