7. What was the purpose of the Declaration of the Rights of Man? Why was such a document needed? Discuss whether or not it played a significant part the Napoleonic era.

8. What was the role of the Church in the French Revolution?  Starting in 1789 and ending with the fall of Napoleon, discuss how that role changed.

9.  What was the role of the Enlightenment in the French Revolution?

10. What was the role of women during the French Revolution?  Make sure you use at least three specific examples.

11. How many distinct stages of the French Revolution can be identified.  Discuss each stage and say how and why it led to the creation of the next stage.

12. Using specific examples from the Reign of Terror, defend or attack the work of Robespierre based on whether or not you believe his actions were warranted.

13. What did each of the three estates want to happen once the revolution had started?  

14. Evaluate the success of the French Revolution given the enormous social, economic, and political changes that took place.

15. According to Sieyes, “What is the Third Estate?” and what are his reasons for making such a claim?

16. In your opinion was the French Revolution a political, social, or economic revolution?  Once you have supported your opinion then give evidence why the other two choices could not be correct.

17. In 1789 France was swept by a wave of Enlightened ideals that played a significant role in the revolution.  What happened to these Enlightened ideals as the revolution progressed?

18. Assess the validity of the statement that Robespierre embodied all that was good and all that was bad about the French Revolution.

19. What did Edmund Burke and Mary Wollstonecraft think about the French revolution?

20. List and discuss the grievances held by the sans culottes against the French monarchy.

21. What would you say was Napoleon’s greatest success and why?

22. Why was Napoleon able to gain the support of the French people and how did he keep their allegiance?

23. Why did the “Spanish ulcer” ruin Napoleon?

24. Assess the validity of the statement, “Napoleon was a child of the Enlightenment”

25. Explain why Napoleon enjoyed such a meteoric rise to power.

26. Napoleon tried to give the French people a sense of nationalism, but at the same time he had no problem restricting their liberties.  Discuss. 

27. Did Napoleon become the same type of absolute monarch that had been removed during the revolution?

28. Did the Congress of Vienna establish a new order in Europe or simply reestablish the old order? And what were the goals and objectives of England, Prussia, Austria, and Russia at the Congress of Vienna?

29. Why did Napoleon escape from Elba and return to Paris? Why was his return not what he had anticipated?

30. Why did Napoleon think his Civil Codes were his greatest accomplishments and what type of society was he trying to create?

31. How did the agenda at the First Congress of Vienna differ from the agenda at the Second Congress of Vienna?

32. What was the purpose in sending Napoleon to St. Helena, and how did he cope with the isolation and close scrutiny?

33. Napoleon seemed unbeatable in battle.  What allowed Napoleon to enjoy continued military success while often facing problems at home?

34. Why did Napoleon invade Russia?  What did he hope to achieve and how would he have changed the face of Europe if he had been successful?

35. What was the purpose of the Continental System and how did it contribute to Napoleon’s eventual downfall?
