Bourgeoisie – Middle class in an industrial society

Capitalism – Economic system in which individuals own the means of production

Conquistadores – Spanish adventurers who conquered the Americas

Containment – American policy towards Communism

Daimyo – Powerful lords in Japan
Détente – Talks between the superpowers to reduce the threat of nuclear war

Diaspora – People who have left their homeland but maintain their identity

Eight-legged essay – Part of the civil service exam in China based on Confucianism and Zhou classics

Glasnost – Russian term for “openness”

Kulaks – land owning peasants in Russia

Machismo – Latin American culture in which the man is openly strong and aggressive

Mandate of Heaven – Chinese belief that the emperor ruled with the approval of the gods

May Fourth Movement – Chinese movement to eliminate imperialism

Meiji Restoration – Restoration of imperial rule in Japan

Mestizo – Children of mixed Spanish and indigenous parents

Monroe Doctrine – issued in 1823 by the United States to warn European nations about interfering in Latin America

Negritude – A term used to celebrate “blackness” used by African nationalists

Perestroika – Russian term for restructuring the economy

Proletariat – Working class in an industrial society

Realpolitik –   “The reality of politics” i.e. sometimes force is necessary

Reconquista – Driving the Muslims out of Spain in 1492

Repartimiento – Replaced the encomienda and required the natives be paid

Self-determinism – the belief that each country should be able to determine its own destiny

Shogun – Japanese military leader who ruled in place of the emperor

Silk Road – Ancient trade routes connecting the Roman empire with China

Truman Doctrine – Policy advocating interference by the US to stop Communism
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
